If your PK4 or Kindergarten child is absent and an older sibling is at school, please pick that sib-

ling up in front carpool as usual.  This keeps the signs consistent with the areas designated for 

grade levels.  

On rainy day carpool, PK3 parents will pull out of the line to be near the classroom/gym area for 

drop off or pick up. 

 

This is for the safety of all students and will be 

enforced.  If you forget or lose the official sign, please come to the school office to get one print-

ed.
