It’s time for the 13th annual fall fundraiser, the Hornet Fun Run! The Hornet Fun Run is our main 

school fundraising activity for the year.  Money collected benefits every student and teacher at St. 

Alphonsus Catholic School.  This year’s Hornet Run donations will be used to supplement the school 

budget and provide for new computers in the computer lab and enhanced campus security with new 

cameras, automatic back gate, and classroom keys.  Since we do not use an outside company for 

product sales, 100% of the money raised goes directly back to the school.  This year our school goal is 

$85,000. 
 

We invite everyone to participate by making a family donation and/or collecting donations from 

relatives, friends, or businesses to sponsor your child.  Come join us on Friday, October 24th to cheer 

on or run with your child at the Hornet Fun Run! 
 

Each grade level is designated a 30 minute time slot during the day.  During each grade level’s time, 

they will go out to the field to run/walk laps to music by our DJ.  There will be a water station set up for 

the students, teachers, and parents to stop by for a quick drink while running.  Each child will receive a 

free Hornet Fun Run t-shirt just for participating.  Awards will be given out following the Memory 

Walk.  The children will have a fantastic day!

“Memory Lane” has become a wonderful tradition of our Hornet Run.  It is such a touching and moving 

experience for everyone.

Fundraising Rules and Procedures  

• School Goal = $85,000 

• Students and their families collect and record flat donations on the attached Sponsor Sheet.  

Ask grandparents, aunts, uncles, neighbors, friends, co-workers, and even area businesses to 

sponsor your child.  Please make all checks payable to St. Alphonsus School.  All donations are 

tax deductible. 

• Flat donations are to be collected at the time the sponsor makes the donation. Each time your 

child turns in money, please fill out the sponsor sheet for that week and put the money inside 

the Hornet Fun Run envelope with the sponsor sheet (see attached for sponsor sheets).  

There will be 5 turn in dates.  9/23, 9/30, 10/7, 10/14, 10/21.  Please make sure you turn in a 

completed sponsor sheet each week with your envelope.  Should you need more than one 

sponsor sheet, you may copy the attached sponsor sheet, request one from the office, 

download one from Parent RenWeb, or download one from our website (Check the Hornet Fun 

Run link). Each student will need their own sponsor sheet. We are not able to spilt donations 

among family members.  

• The Hornet Fun Run is scheduled for Friday, October 24th with a rain date of Monday, 

October 27th.  During the Fun Run, each grade level will be given 30 minutes to run/walk 

around the track mapped out on the field (each lap is approximately 1/10 mile).  Laps are 

individually recorded for every student on the back of their t-shirt.  Everyone is welcome to 

come cheer and/or run with the students!
